Job 4:3-4 (MSG)
“You yourself have done this plenty of times, spoken words that clarify, encouraged those who were 
about to quit. Your words have put stumbling people on their feet, put fresh hope in people about to 
collapse.”

Psalm 141:3 (GW) 
3 O LORD, set a guard at my mouth. Keep watch over the door of my lips.
