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Colossians 1:15-18 (NKJV)  

15  He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation. 16  For by Him all things were 

created that are in heaven and that are on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions 

or principalities or powers. All things were created through Him and for Him. 17  And He is before all 

things, and in Him all things consist. 18  And He is the head of the body, the church, who is the 

beginning, the firstborn from the dead, that in all things He may have the preeminence.  

 

Big Takeaway: Following Jesus means we are following God because Jesus is God. 

 

Big Idea: Jesus is the image of God, and the church reflects the image of Jesus to the world. 

 

Application Point: How are we reflecting Christ in our lives? 

 

 

Hebrews 1:5-8 (NLT)  

5  For God never said to any angel what he said to Jesus: “You are my Son. Today I have become 

your Father.” God also said, “I will be his Father, and he will be my Son.” 6  And when he brought his 

firstborn Son into the world, God said, “Let all of God’s angels worship him.” 7  Regarding the angels, 

he says, “He sends his angels like the winds, his servants like flames of fire.” 8  But to the Son he 

says, “Your throne, O God, endures forever and ever. You rule with a scepter of justice.
