Matthew 10:16-20 (NKJV) 
16  “Behold, I send you out as sheep in the midst of wolves. Therefore be wise as serpents and 
harmless as doves. 17  But beware of men, for they will deliver you up to councils and scourge you 
in their synagogues. 18  You will be brought before governors and kings for My sake, as a testimony 
to them and to the Gentiles. 19  But when they deliver you up, do not worry about how or what you 
should speak. For it will be given to you in that hour what you should speak; 20  for it is not you who 
speak, but the Spirit of your Father who speaks in you.

1. SHED THE ____________
Ephesians 4:22-24 (ESV)
22 to put off your old self, which belongs to your former manner of life and is corrupt through 
deceitful desires, 23 and to be renewed in the spirit of your minds, 24 and to put on the new self, 
created after the likeness of God in true righteousness and holiness.

Isaiah 43:18-19 (GW) 
18  Forget what happened in the past, and do not dwell on events from long ago. 19  I am going to 
do something new. It is already happening. Don’t you recognize it? I will clear a way in the desert. I 
will make rivers on dry land. 

Philippians 3:13 (NCV) 
13  Brothers and sisters, I know that I have not yet reached that goal, but there is one thing I always 
do. Forgetting the past and straining toward what is ahead,
