3. THINK ________________
Isaiah 54:2 (MSG) 
2  “Clear lots of ground for your tents! Make your tents large. Spread out! Think big! Use plenty of 
rope, drive the tent pegs deep. 

Judges 5:24-26 (NLT) 
24  “Most blessed among women is Jael, the wife of Heber the Kenite. May she be blessed above all 
women who live in tents. 25  Sisera asked for water, and she gave him milk. In a bowl fit for nobles, 
she brought him yogurt. 26  Then with her left hand she reached for a tent peg, and with her right 
hand for the workman’s hammer. She struck Sisera with the hammer, crushing his head. With a 
shattering blow, she pierced his temples.
